Program 
Judy Kendall 

Anchor of Hope Charities 

Like many of us, our guest speaker Judy Kendall, as a 
child had a dream of travelling to a far of land. In her case, 
the land was Africa.  A professional Project Manager, 
Judy finally had the chance to go and found truth in the 
stories of abandoned orphans, 40% unemployment, and 
multitudes of families destroyed by AIDS. In Zambia 
alone, of a population of 11-million, 1-million are orphans. 
Many live with aging grandparents, because AIDS has 
taken the entire generation of parents from these children. 

However, unlike many who saw this incredible need and 
did little more than feel bad about it, Judy sought for a 
way to make a difference. The way was not easy, with so 
much need and obstacles like governments that would 
take 50% of money meant to help these orphans. Judy 
was fortunate to find others to help her including a Dr. 
from Ohio and a man she met while shopping at the mall. 
Both individuals are natives of Zambia, and were able to 
help her understand the issues and provide guidance to 
Judy in her search for a way to help. 

After searching many relief and support organizations, 
she found a model she wanted to help, the Anchor 
Orphanage. Anchor currently educates 126 children 
through the sixth grade. The only have housing for 24 
kids. Anchor could be help around 400 children within 
walking distance to the orphanage. What caught Judy’s 
attention is that Anchor teaches life skills, not just book 
learning. An education without jobs is of little value. An 
educations with practical life skills for the environment, is 
indispensible. 

She currently has a goal of $750,000. This would allow 
the construction of dormitories, and agriculture (to feed 
the students). The steps are small, dig enough wells, 
establish irrigation and build a boys dormitory ($9,000). 

She also said it is not like the local churches and 
governments are doing nothing. However, the problem is 
so large that they are overwhelmed. She related a story of 
staying in the home a powerful yet humble official. Each 
night he asked her how things were going and to relate 
what she saw. Then as she was leaving to return to the 
U.S., the official gave her a personal check to help her 
cause. 

Judy did not come to ask us for money, but instead to 
help find contacts that could help her Anchor Project. She 
seeks to tap our network and find help for these kids. IF 
you wish to contact Judy, her email is 
judy@anchorofhopecharities.org.
